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Widow Launching 2nd National Tire Safety Tour
Diana Hubner’s book, Tire Mom, is a journal of her national tire-giveaway-tour and creates awareness of tire manufacture dates 
Rochester, NY – Diana Hubner, CEO of The Tire Mom LLC, has set out for a second year in a row to raise awareness about tire safety and tire manufacture dates. Hubner will be touring the country, for her second time, to promote her new book, Tire Mom, and educate the public about tire safety. Last year, Hubner purchased 50 sets of tires, mostly at Costco stores across the country to heal from the loss of her husband. She donated a set of tires to one family in all 50 states. Tire Mom is the story of her journey of healing and helping. Hubner is reaching out to Costco stores across the nation, hoping to partner with them to promote her story.
“I lost my husband because we didn’t know how important it is to check the dates on your tires,” says Hubner, “we’re told to check for air pressure and the tire tread, but after speaking to people all across the country, I discovered that only a few people know to check the manufacture date. My husband and I were of that few.”
Tire Mom focuses on the importance of checking your tire manufacture dates, but it’s also a journal of how Hubner channeled her grief into becoming an advocate for others. It’s a story of healing, of love and safety. Tire Mom can be purchased on Amazon.com and from TheTireMom.com 
For her tire safety tour, Hubner drove over 35,000 miles in her Chevy Suburban across the 48 states. She leveraged her American Express miles to purchase her Delta flights to Alaska and Hawaii. 
Hubner not only helped each family by providing a new set of car tires, she also initiated conversations about the manufacture dates and safety of tires. A total of about 200 million replacement passenger tires are purchased in the United States annually. Knowing the date when your tire was manufactured can give a better understanding of your warranty and the safety of your tires. Every tire has a birth date—the day it was manufactured—and an expiration date that is six years from the manufacture date. Three automobile manufactures, Ford, Mercedes and Nissan, warn drivers to replace vehicle tires after six years.
